and 3M Corporation to the people of  South Dakota 

to match a $5 million dollar gift. The challenge 

was accepted, and the South Dakota Community 

Foundation now serves as the only statewide 

community foundation in South Dakota. The SDCF 

manages and administers endowment funds, and 

the earning from those funds support charitable 

causes throughout the state.
